 WHEREAS, the parties appeared for a conference on June 26, 2014, to address Plaintiffs’ 

request for an Order requiring Defendants Department of Homeland Security (“DHS”) and 

United States Immigration and Customs Enforcement (“ICE”) to produce a specified number of 

documents per month in response to Plaintiffs’ FOIA requests (Docket No. 42), for the reasons 

discussed at the conference, it is hereby 

ORDERED that DHS either shall (a) review a minimum of 4,000 pages of documents per 

month; or (b) produce a minimum of 1,500 pages of responsive documents per month.  In each 

monthly status letter to be submitted via ECF on the 15
th

 of each month, as directed in the Court’s

Order of May 16, 2014 (Docket No. 40), DHS shall specify whether it has complied with 

category (a) or (b) above.  It is further 

ORDERED that ICE shall produce a minimum of 1,200 pages of responsive documents 

per month; it is further 

ORDERED that for each monthly status letter, DHS and ICE each shall provide an 

estimation of the number of documents to be produced the following month and shall keep the 
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Court fully apprised of the status of their respective document reviews.
