The Board of Directors of the Olympia Food Cooperative finds that: 
 

1. The lawsuit Davis V. Cox was filed without the approval of the Co-op or its Board.  
2. The plaintiffs in the suit are not acting under any authority delegated by the 

Board, past or present. 
3. The plaintiffs chose to litigate their concerns rather than pursuing redress through 

the channels outlined in Co-op’s bylaws, including the member-initiated ballot 
process. 

4. The ongoing litigation initiated and maintained by the plaintiffs has imposed 
significant burdens upon the Co-op, to the Co-op’s detriment. These burdens 
include the expenditure of staff time to respond to voluminous discovery 
requests, difficulty in recruiting volunteers to serve on the Board due to active 
litigation, and a chilling effect on the Co-op’s ability to engage with related issues 
and move forward in a spirit of reconciliation. 

 
Therefore, the Board resolves that: 
 

1. The Board rejects the claim that the plaintiffs are acting in a derivative capacity 
on behalf of the Co-op. 

2. The Board believes the lawsuit should be dismissed. 
3. The Board authorizes one or more Directors to submit declarations to the court or 

otherwise testify to this resolution in support of the lawsuit’s dismissal.
